


















Project Impact Analysis

Looking North – 431-feet
Looking South – 289-feet

These distances exceed the required “Stopping Distance” (AASHTO “A Policy on
Geometric Design of Highways and Streets, 6th edition, Table 3-1) and the “Decision
Sight Distance” required to stop or a rural road (AASHTO “A Policy on Geometric
Design of Highways and Streets, 6th edition, Table 3-3). Those distances are as follows:

Stopping Sight Distance = 200-feet
Decision Sight Distance = 220-feet
